I have now made a final decision to grant your request on 24 March 2022.

All relevant reports are included in the documents released. However, the
reports are not risk assessments or risk-benefit analyses, but rather sought to
summarise the published data and evidence available at the time. These
reports encompass a range of settings and population groups, and the
publications that underpin the evidence are cited in the reports.
